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River Chess Restoration Fieldwork in Geography

On Tuesday 10th March, Year 12 and 13 geographers and biologists spent the day taking part in a river
restoration project on the River Chess at Sarratt. Working alongside the Chiltern Rangers, students

helped to create bank supports to protect the watercress beds that line parts of the river.

The River Chess is particularly special as it is a globally rare chalk stream—one of only around 300 in

the world. These streams are fed by crystal-clear, mineral-rich groundwater from the Chiltern Hills and

support a unique and fragile ecosystem.

The day provided students with a fantastic opportunity to gain hands-on experience of conservation

work, develop practical skills, and learn more about protecting local ecosystems. Blessed with lovely

sunshine throughout the day, it was an enjoyable and rewarding experience for everyone involved.
