Transition Events & Key Dates
To support a successful transition, we have planned a series of events designed to familiarise students with the school, staff, and routines:
New Year 7 Information Evening:
Monday 15th June 2026 | 5:00pm – 6:30pm
This evening will provide key information about the transition to secondary school. You will hear from the Headteacher, Mrs Caroline Legg, Year 7 Form Tutors, and myself, and have the opportunity to ask questions. Our Year 7 cohort consists of 240 students across eight tutor groups.
School Values Days (Extra Transition Visits):
Monday 22nd June or Tuesday 23rd June 2026 | 9:00am – 2:30pm
Students will spend a full day at Marlborough, experiencing lessons, routines, and our school values. The year group will be split across the two days. Primary schools will be informed of your child’s allocated date, and a separate letter confirming this date and details will be sent to you too. If your child is unable to attend due to prior commitments, we will ensure they are fully supported during later transition opportunities.
Year 7 Taster Day:
Thursday 9th July 2026 | 9:00am – 2:30pm
Students will explore the school further, meet staff, and begin forming friendships ahead of September.
Induction Day:
Wednesday 2nd September 2026
Students will attend either a morning or afternoon session in tutor group clusters. During this time, students will complete MidYIS assessments and collect their Chromebook (if ordered via Albion). Further details will be shared after May half-term.
Official Start Date:
Thursday 3rd September 2026
All students return for a normal school day.
